This year we are
targeting three projects for our offering focus. Members
of the Missions Ministry Team have selected these
projects as ones they feel are especially worthy of our
support. One of these projects is the Ruth School in
Romania. This school provides education for Roma
children. The Roma people, commonly known as
Gypsies, are largely marginalized in Eastern Europe.
Their children have little chance of getting a good educa-
tion at a public school, but education is the most likely
way to integrate these people into mainstream society.
The Ruth School offers a holistic approach to education
and also offers a daily meal, a medical center, extra
curricular activities and donations of clothes and shoes.
