CHURCH BYLAWS AND 

CONSTITUTION 

 One of the freedoms we enjoy as Baptists is ñchurch 

freedom,ò that is, our church is free from outside      

interference.  We at Central Baptist are our own       

democracy, free to establish and adopt our own       

Constitution and Bylaws as approved by a majority of 

church members.  This is a tremendous responsibility 

placed upon us as a result of our church freedom. 

 A Bylaws Committee was recently appointed to    

reexamine the revised bylaws and to consider those    

proposed amendments that were presented at the      

bylaws discussion that was held at the Church Confer-

ence in August.  That Committee was comprised of the    

following members:  Missy Ballantyne, Cecil 

Cornwell, Pat McKee, Tim Whitehead and Charles 

Wilson.  The Bylaws Committee has recommended 

some additional revisions to the bylaws, and those     

revisions have been presented to and approved by the 

Board of Deacons for presentation to and consideration 

by the church. 

 The revised bylaws are being e-mailed to all church 

members for whom we have e-mail addresses this 

week, and they are also being placed on the church 

website.  Copies of the revised bylaws are also       

available and can be picked up in the church office.  

Please take advantage of one of these opportunities to 

get a copy of and review the proposed bylaws. 

 We will have a called church conference on     

Sunday, November 8 (not November 1 as I announced 

in church on Sunday) at 10:30 a.m. in the sanctuary to 

discuss the most recent revisions to the bylaws.  By 

waiting until November 8 to hold this meeting we will 

insure that each member has an opportunity to get a 

copy of the proposed revised bylaws and to review 

them.  If a church member wishes to offer an       

amendment to the revisions the amendment must be 

presented in writing during the November 8 church 

conference.  If any amendments are offered they will be 

distributed to the church and we will discuss and vote 

on the amendments only at 10:30 a.m. on                  

November 15.  A final vote on the revised constitution 

and bylaws will be held following the 8:45 a.m. and 

10:55 a.m. services on November 22. 

 I know this seems like a lot of meetings but if we are 

to take our church freedom, and the responsibilities that 

come with that freedom, seriously it is imperative that 

we follow this process to insure that each church   

member has the opportunity to be fully informed of 

changes that are being proposed and to participate in 

this important process.
